	importance and objectives: The multi-billion dollar animal industry in Alabama is critically dependent on the subject matter expertise of the diagnosticians employed by the Alabama Veterinary  Diagnostic Laboratories (AVDL). This is especially important for the commercial poultry industry as Alabama is the second largest broiler producing state in the US processing over 21 million broilers weekly. The AVDL processes cases as part of its mission of surveillance and diagnostic services, enabling clients to detect, treat and monitor critically important diseases and conditions that pose threats to food safety, public health, animal health and the economic viability of the industries and individuals in those areas. This includes known domestic diseases (such as BVD, brucellosis and trichomoniasis), as well as foreign animal diseases (such as ASF, FMD, and AIV) and newly emerging diseases (such as PEDV). The objectives of a veterinarian in this area are to support the entire veterinary and livestock
producing community in Alabama with quality diagnostic capacity. Additionally, as a member of the National Animal Health Lab Network
(NAHLN), the diagnostic laboratory provides critical surge capacity for lab testing in the event of a foreign or emerging animal disease in the state. In 2019, the Alabama Veterinary Diagnostic Laboratory system received 27,014 accessions of which 19,411 were at the Auburn laboratory.
	activities: Veterinary diagnosticians in Alabama have advanced training and/or board certification in one or more of the disciplines in the laboratory e.g. pathology, bacteriology, virology. They provide daily case coordination and oversight of hundreds of cases submitted from every part of the state, region and nation. These positions also participate in test development and implementation as well as extension/teaching of both undergraduate and graduate veterinarians. The latter focuses on both applied and theoretical diagnostic medicine and the effective use of the laboratory's services. The veterinarians in these positions are responsible for fast, accurate diagnosis and disease surveillance for reportable diseases, foreign animal diseases, zoonotic diseases and emerging diseases, as well as providing support services for food supply veterinarians in the state as they work to improve the health of the livestock and poultry industry. 
	OtherDiscipline: Virology, Bacteriology, etc
	Past: Presently, there is a shortage of veterinary diagnosticians in microbiology, public health, parasitology and toxicology. Many diagnostic laboratories are having to fill these positions with non-veterinarians which often results in a loss of critical clinical expertise. While efforts to recruit veterinary diagnosticians at the central Laboratory in Auburn are successful, retention for these positions is often difficult. These veterinarians often leave the state diagnostic laboratories for positions in academia and industry due to economic incentives. In addition, the Auburn University College of Veterinary Medicine and Alabama Veterinary Diagnostic Laboratories provide training programs in avian pathology graduate veterinarians.

	Risk: Veterinary diagnosticians, like practicing food animal veterinarians, are critical to the prompt, accurate recognition of reportable and foreign animal disease to prevent spread of the disease to other animals or humans and to help protect against the massive detrimental impact on the economy of Alabama and the United States. These diagnosticians provide the quick turnaround needed for diagnosing foreign animal disease issues. Without rapid testing, transmissible diseases have the potential to rapidly spread, compounding the potential catastrophic losses of livestock. A key element in containing a highly contagious livestock disease agent is rapid identification of the causative agent in order to apply the appropriate control strategy. Also important is the ability to rapidly identify a suspect case as a non-threatening problem, thus more quickly lifting quarantine or containment costs from livestock producers. Due to the size of the animal agriculture industries in Alabama and the location within the United States, this shortage poses a risk beyond the state's borders, as animals and animal products move across state lines and internationally daily.
