	importance and objectives: Siskiyou is a relatively remote part of the State of California with a significant beef cattle and sheep population. Having veterinary involvement in an area such as this is extremely important for disease detection, as well as for food safety and food security concerns, ensuring healthy animals enter the food supply and providing care to prevent costly food animal production losses. An accredited veterinarian practicing in this area is a key component to the early detection system protecting the California livestock industry from emerging diseases and from Foreign Animal Diseases (FAD). The major interstate highway serving California, Oregon and Washington passes through Siskiyou County. Whether introduced intentionally or unintentionally, it is highly possible to seed undetected disease in these high plains and mountainous areas. Because of the remoteness of the cattle population and the interaction with wildlife including the native deer population, a delayed detection of a FAD where the disease has the opportunity to become entrenched in the area could be very costly to the State. Additionally, the practitioner is going to have ever increasing role in antimicrobial use because of national and state regulations. Due to California state law, producers are now required to have a VCPR in order to obtain a prescription or Veterinary Feed Directive.
	activities: The veterinarian would perform the typical duties of a food animal practitioner including but not limited to: pregnancy diagnosis, dystocia or obstetrical difficulties, Foreign Animal Disease surveillance, semen evaluation, trichomonosis testing and diagnosis, and overall herd health practices (vaccination, castration, and testing requirements for state and federal regulations).  The attending veterinarian should also make routine herd visits to monitor usage of antibiotics and other prescription medications to ensure proper storage and usage of medications is being performed. This position would also support emergency response, both as the initial detector of suspicious cases of a FAD and for the impending risk of wildfire in these rural dry communities in California or other natural disasters such as earthquakes and floods, resulting in high animal care needs and participation with incident command. 

	OtherDiscipline: 
	Past: A previous awardee (Type II) is practicing in the area. One veterinarian that was providing some large animal service left recently. Two other veterinarians that are primarily companion animal do provide large animal mainly because they recognize the need, not because it is a significant part of their practice.  Another does some large animal but it is not his primary focus. Producers have to deal with problems themselves (not always possible) or asking for assistance from veterinarians in Redding, nearly 100 miles from the county seat of Yreka and much further to other areas. Veterinarians occasionally cross the border from Southern Oregon as well, but that is not sustainable for emergencies and other urgent care.

	Risk: Siskiyou County is estimated to have a beef cow herd of about 28,000, not including calves as well as a small dairy component (970 milking cows) and 3500 sheep. The NASS all-cattle estimate for the county is 53,944 head for 2012. Siskiyou County has 4 million plus acres with approximately, 1.1 million acres dedicated to farmland, another 2.5 million is range/ forest land. The remaining 12 thousand acres are urbanized with 10 veterinarians focused on small animal work. Currently there is two mixed animal vets who is seeks out large animal clients, but struggle to get to full-time large animal work, and two other mixed animal practitioners who do it as a favor to the community- all of this makes servicing all of the ranches untenable. 

Recent changes to California's antibiotic legislation require a valid VCPR for producers to use medically important antibiotics, which necessitates a veterinarian in the area willing to visit and prescribe appropriate antibiotics to local producers, over 418 separate farms that are nestled in far areas of the county. Currently the reliance on distant veterinarians to prescribe antimicrobial drugs could reduce or eliminate animal agriculture in these rural communities and thereby impact the local economy severely.
