This four county area, including Delta, Montrose, Ouray, and San Miguel counties covers 5,227 square miles. There are approximately
110,800 cattle and numerous small ruminants, camelids, swine, and poultry in this area. There are only 3 veterinarians to serve this entire
area with a veterinarian frequently called in from Utah for San Miguel county. Our objective is to find veterinarians that will provide access to
animal health services for livestock to help in early detection of foreign animal and zoonotic diseases affecting livestock and small animals;
the seamless integration of animal and human health awareness and response throughout the community; and effective local and regional
disease surveillance and reporting to support state and national disease monitoring efforts. Meeting this objective will improve food safety,
animal health and public health, and will help Colorado maintain resiliency to outbreaks of foreign animal and zoonotic diseases. These
communities rely on agriculture as an economic stabilizer and livestock disease outbreaks can decimate those local economies.

A veterinarian in this area would provide producers with routine herd management and overall health and nutrition assessments, reproduction
management including semen and trichomoniasis testing, routine vaccination, deworming, castration and dehorning, emergency services
including trauma, obstetrical emergencies or dystocia, illness etc. Completion of health certificates; necessary diagnostics for travel and
shipping; disease surveillance and diagnostics for state and federal program diseases and for foreign animal diseases are also necessary.

The main veterinary clinic in the area has tried for several years to recruit veterinarians to provide large animal/food animal services. They
have had several interns for a year, but they do not stay due to long work hours, emergency services and low pay, combined with large
amounts of educational debt and geographical distance from a metropolitan area. It is a difficult area to recruit veterinarians due to it's rural
location and low income level, but moderate cost of living. According to the US census, the median income is approximately $35-40,000 in
these counties. It is also difficult to obtain affordable housing.

The VMLRP could be beneficial in recruiting or retaining a veterinarian, to assist financially, allowing career longevity.
