Veterinarians not only manage the health of livestock but aid
state and federal agencies in tracking livestock movement as well as mitigate disease outbreaks which can decimate not only livestock but
also local economies making the veterinarian a linchpin for the community. Our objective is to find veterinarians that will provide access to
animal health services for livestock to help in the early detection of foreign animal and zoonotic diseases affecting livestock and small
animals; the seamless integration of animal and human health awareness and response throughout the community; and effective local and
regional disease surveillance and reporting to support state and national disease monitoring efforts. Meeting this objective will improve food
safety, animal health and public health, and will help Colorado maintain resiliency to outbreaks of foreign animal and zoonotic diseases.
