	importance and objectives: According to the most recent USDA NASS publishable figures, Carroll county and its contiguous counties have
approximately 2.9 million livestock animals, including cattle, swine, sheep and goats. This area has approximately 2061
known registered premises with livestock and is a very highly populated swine and cattle area of the state. There are 9
dairies and all other major livestock species are present in this area. Only 34 food animal veterinarians serve this 8 county
area. Supporting a food animal veterinarian in this area will provide critical production animal veterinary services, provide
necessary regulatory services to producers and enhance the area's entire animal agriculture economy. VMLRP support will
reduce the pressure on a recent graduate to be sustainable in the first few years of practice.
	activities: The activities of the veterinarian would include the use of skills and knowledge acquired from veterinary college and
learned from mentors. They would apply this skill set to diagnose, treat, perform surgical and obstetrical procedures,
individual animal disease management, necropsies, prescribe appropriate drugs, conduct follow-ups and be available and
responsive for emergency service. This would also include farm visits for herd health programs and state and federal
disease surveillance testing programs. The veterinarian shall be able to manage day-to-day business activities and work
responsibly with office personnel. To become integrated in the community, it is essential the veterinarian become involved
in a local service organization, local governmental organization or local board of health leadership. The veterinarian should
be willing to work with local 4-H and/or FFA youth sharing information about animal care, nutrition, animal health,
biosecurity practices, public health and promotion of the veterinary profession. The veterinarian should become involved
with organized veterinary medical associations, be active in obtaining veterinary continuing education and maintain a
connection with veterinary college.
	OtherDiscipline: 
	Past: Three food animal practices advertised veterinary positions in this shortage area last year. In 2019, one veterinarian applied for
VMLRP in this shortage area. The veterinary practices within this area continue to seek preceptor veterinary students with long
term hopes of attracting new veterinary graduates to offset ongoing natural job attrition. Due to the high student loan payments,
it is difficult to attract and retain veterinarians aspiring to be established permanently in a rural setting long term.

	Risk: Sufficient veterinary involvement in food animal production systems provides critical steps in advancing animal and public
health through disease prevention and treatment, adequate pre-harvest food practices, including US FDA Veterinary Feed
Directive requirements; and surveillance, recognition, and reporting of disease outbreaks. The proposed shortage area covers
approximately 4,633 square miles with a livestock population of approximately 2.9 million animals. Within this area, there
are only 67 licensed food animal veterinarians with a veterinarian animal ration of one veterinarian per 43,182 livestock
animals. This county and its contiguous counties have an expanding livestock industry in an area that already has high
density of food animals, making it critical to have adequate veterinary services for disease management and profitable
production.
Food animal veterinarians are regarded as knowledgeable professionals who are capable of early detection and reporting of
diseases. A shortage of veterinarians could potentially cause negative impacts to livestock, public health and/or agricultural
trade. Failure to secure and retain adequate veterinary infrastructure in an underserved area contributes to an unacceptable
increase in the risk of timely detection of diseases of severe economic impact and loss of timely care for livestock that are
diseased or require emergency procedures, which in turn leads to an increase in livestock mortalities and increased producer
costs. Food animal veterinarians provide a knowledge base of animal health, public health, animal care and welfare, and
livestock industries to the community they serve.
