	importance and objectives: Lewis and Clearwater Counties have no resident veterinarians to cover production animal services. The southern portion of Idaho county  (largest county in terms of sq. miles) also has no veterinary coverage for production animals.  An existing mixed animal clinic in northern Idaho county is currently for sale and has not been able to recruit anyone to buy the practice. 
Over the last 10 years, two large animal vets in the one mixed animal practice in Nez Perce county have retired and the clinic has been unable to replace them despite having a fully equipped facility with calving stalls, alley ways, hydraulic squeeze chutes and a full horse barn. These facilities are highly underutilized as their is not enough vets to schedule/perform the work.  The livestock market located in Lewiston (Nez Perce county) has had to bring a veterinarian out of retirement to service the market on sale days in order to provide the services necessary to meet regulatory requirements for marketed livestock. There is a tremendous need for emergency work with dystocias, prolapses etc…but, the existing practices cannot meet the demand.  The workload has long been unsustainable. These historically more remote areas of the state have experience rapid population growth recently with many new residents wanting to hobby farm and there are simply no vets available to provide them the care they need. There are 47,000 head of mostly beef cattle and nearly 4000 small ruminants located in this area. (NASS 2017)
	activities: This area requires a mixed animal practitioner.  On the food animal side, the practitioner would need to be proficient in:

Beef (cow/calf and feedlot) Herd Health and veterinary medical/surgical services.
Sheep/Goat Herd Health, veterinary medical/surgical services
The activities of a veterinarian in this area would include but not be limited to consultation with producers on better management techniques,
including better use of existing technologies. It would include herd health work including pregnancy testing, bull soundness examinations,
brucellosis vaccination, setting up vaccination protocols, and emergency treatment of individual animals (sickness, dystocia, etc.) This person
would preferably be an associate of an existing practice, to better enable the existing practices to serve their existing clientele, as well as
expand to the outlying areas.
An interest in performing services for the livestock market in Lewiston, ID would be highly desirable.

	Risk: The following are areas of potential concern / risks given the agricultural base of the community.
• Control of regulated diseases such as Brucellosis, Tuberculosis and Trichomoniasis.
The necessity of vigilant surveillance and active prevention of such diseases is inherently obvious. Given the recent reappearance of these
diseases in Idaho; the need to protect from zoonotic disease and avert the economically devastating consequences of such diseases must be
of priority.
• Public safety
Rural communities are made up of local farmers of whom many raise cattle and lack veterinary services to perform routine herd management to grow their business. Many residents are hobby farmers which raise small numbers of cattle, sheep and goats for home consumption. Providing adequate veterinary care for these animals is fundamental to the health of the rural Idaho
family.  Currently, these communities are being forced to make due with self-treating their production animals or trailering them long distances to get the care they need.  Current practices are having to turn away new clientele as well as many routine and emergency cases as they have an over abundance of work with existing clientele.  New clients are being redirected to practices in larger areas which are 1-2 hours away.
If consistent veterinary services are not made available to the livestock market in Lewiston, there is a risk of losing the market altogether, which handles the vast majority of livestock sales in Northern Idaho and Eastern Washington.   
• Minimizing Disease Transmission
Beef management practices in Idaho necessitate release of cattle on public range lands. Although this practice is fundamental to the producer’s
viability it allows for commingling of cattle and potential for disease transmission.  Providing access to qualified veterinary care and diligent surveillance programs will minimize this risk. Numerous equine events are also held throughout the area that require veterinary support.
