	importance and objectives: This is a unique small,rural county with a population ~50,000 and 412 farms,neighboring the expansive Chicago suburbs. The number of consumers seeking locally produced food continues to grow resulting in many niche markets from small farms. These producers need access to care and consultation with a food animal veterinarian. There is an urgent need in this area for a veterinarian committed to practicing food animal veterinary medicine and to serve as an advisor to help producers troubleshoot problems and make sound decisions regarding their livestock. The deficiency of veterinarians willing to commit to large animal medicine in this area impacts animal and public health. Veterinarians that have retired or transitioned away from food animal practice in this area has left the local agricultural community without access to adequate and timely care. As animal welfare, humane handling and food safety continue to evolve in animal agriculture, the relationship between a local veterinarian and producer is more important than ever. Chicago is a port of entry for thousands of people, animals and animal agriculture products. Retaining a food animal veterinarian is critical to Illinois not only for their service to the local producers, but also to position a veterinarian in this high profile area that can impact an Illinois' emergency preparedness response. A local veterinary role in event of an intentional/accidental foreign animal disease outbreak is invaluable to regulatory officials.
	activities: A veterinarian in this shortage area would be expected to interact with livestock producers through preventative herd health programs as well as individual animal care to provide emergency, medical and surgical services. We are seeking to recruit and retain a veterinarian that will provide veterinary services to these livestock producers. The veterinary activities needed by the livestock producers in Grundy county and the surrounding areas include access to readily available emergency veterinary services; completion of certificates of veterinary inspection and animal health testing requirements needed in order to ship livestock in interstate commerce; disease diagnostics for routine illness including necropsy, sample collection and submission, result interpretation and follow up; disease surveillance and diagnostics for state and federal cooperative disease programs; reproductive management; routine livestock health care needs ranging from acute illness to dystocia and obstetrical difficulties or trauma; routine services such as castration, dehorning and vaccination; and Veterinary Feed Directive information/ nutrition consultation. A veterinarian in this area would be expected to serve clients in need of regulatory services at the farm level by utilizing their APHIS Category II accreditation status. A sound knowledge and compliance with state and federal rules is expected.
	OtherDiscipline: 
	Past: In the past, the State of Illinois has attempted to fill a nearby position located in Kankakee county without any success. The State of Illinois believes recruiting and retaining a food animal veterinarian in this area is vital to the success of these local Illinois livestock producers for years to come. The VMLRP would help to alleviate the debt load of a veterinarian willing to establish a veterinary practice and community roots in this area, allowing them to stay in a rural practice where the salary is not as high compared to more urban areas.

	Risk: This is an area of Illinois with an ever present livestock population and a scarce supply of veterinarians with large animal expertise. The deficiency of veterinarians willing to be dedicated to large animal medicine in the area also puts animal and human health at risk. Recent zoonotic outbreaks and the increasing need for proactive bio-security planning places a high demand on large animal veterinarians for animal agriculture production. Additionally, there is an on-going need for veterinary outreach through youth organizations to educate on animal husbandry, animal disease prevention and farm biosecurity, and to inspire the next generation of animal health professionals. It is critical to retain a large animal veterinarian willing to live in this area. If a veterinarian cannot be retained for this region, it will be necessary for established practitioners outside this region to either travel more extensively to service the food animal clients or limit/refuse services to producers. Either option ultimately results in decreased interaction between food animal producers and veterinarians. Food safety, animal welfare and humane care are all negatively impacted when veterinarians are not part of the food animal production system and disease mitigation slows. Securing a veterinarian in this area would have a strong impact on the local/regional community, and potentially affect related industries on a national and international level.
