	importance and objectives: Shiawassee County covers an area of approximately 541 square miles and is predominantly agriculture land.  This area of the Michigan is home to approximately 18,000 cattle, 6000 sheep/lambs, 600 goats, 1000 pigs, and 4000 poultry.  Shiawassee County currently has only two food animal veterinarians covering this area.  At least one individual is also making farm calls to adjacent counties as time permits.  

The objectives of a veterinarian serving this area of Michigan are to provide veterinary medical services in an area without sufficient veterinary coverage; to provide a means of disease detection, treatment, and surveillance that currently is inadequate; and to support the local economy by providing services that enhance the viability of rural communities.
	activities: Veterinary activities needed by the livestock producers in Shiawassee County of Michigan include: 
     • Provisions for providing emergency veterinary services, including but not limited to; acute illness, trauma, dystocia, or obstetrical  
       difficulties.
     • Providing routine veterinary services, including but not limited to; vaccination, castration, dehorning, and pregnancy checking.
     • Consultation in health care, reproductive, and nutrition programs.
     • Disease diagnostics for routine illness.
     • Surveillance and diagnostics for state and federal reportable animal diseases and for foreign animal diseases.
     • Completion of Certificates of Veterinary Inspection for livestock to move in interstate commerce.

In addition, the expectation is that the veterinarian will become an integral part of the community, such as providing educational programming to producers, youth, and public.

	OtherDiscipline: 
	Past: While it appears that another food animal veterinarian will be practicing in the county, two veterinarians is not enough to serve the animal populations in the county.  Recruitment of food animal veterinarians to rural areas is difficult and positions often remain unfilled for several years.  It is difficult for practitioners hired into or choosing to serve in rural areas to have sufficient income to repay their school loans.

With a limited number of food animal veterinarians in this area and difficulty of recruiting veterinarians to rural communities as recent graduates have a high debt load.  Monetary incentives like a loan repayment will help attract a high-quality veterinarian to offset the income to debt ratio.

	Risk: Veterinarians engaged in food animal veterinary medicine work on the front lines of animal and public health.  The consequences of reportable animal diseases like tuberculosis or foot and mouth disease to a producer are serious and underscore the importance of adequate veterinary services for this area.  Additionally, the veterinarian’s knowledge of zoonotic disease is vital in protecting public health. 

The lack of veterinary oversight could mean a delay in detection of significant pathogens, including foreign animal diseases, which would economically harm the producer but also the health and well-being of other livestock in the area and state, which may in turn have a negative impact on consumer perception of our food system.  Resulting in economically impacting our rural communities.
