	importance and objectives: The primary objective of a veterinarian in this position is to provide food animal veterinary services in this five-county area.  While there are about 25 Accreditation Category 2 veterinarians in the area, there are only eight dedicated primarily to providing food animal veterinary service to 295,000 food animals in the area of which 230,000 are cattle.  The practitioner should be prepared to provide herd health services for bovine and swine as well as individualized care for other species.  It is important that the practitioner is able to recognize potential foreign animal and emerging disease occurrences and understands the procedures for reporting and providing appropriate recommendations to the client. 
	activities: A private practitioner in this area will be responsible for diagnosis and treatment of diseases of food and some companion animals as well. The veterinarian is expected to develop herd health programs for clients and provide educational services regarding livestock production and biosecurity.  The region has several breeding kennels that require veterinary services in addition to the companion animals in the rural population.  The activities would also include aiding with the demands of regulatory medicine from the needs of the producer to fulfill the requirements to enter livestock into commerce to assisting the State Veterinarian with epidemiological investigations and associated testing requirements.  Community involvement is important and the practitioner should provide assistance to local emergency management agencies on issues related to livestock disease outbreaks and public health issues.  Involvement in the development of an animal emergency portion to the respective county emergency response plans is needed to assure an appropriate local response to an animal agriculture related emergency. 
	OtherDiscipline: 
	Past: Attracting and keeping veterinarians in a rural mixed animal practice can be challenging. The University of Missouri College of Veterinary Medicine has been contacted to illicit ideas to identity and obtain the services of a veterinarian to their area. Livestock Market owners have attempted to obtain the services of veterinarians through financial enticements.  Livestock producers have voiced their concerns to community groups, district veterinarians and via a survey conducted by the University of Missouri Extension.

	Risk: Having several livestock markets in the area, the producers and markets would not be able to obtain the services of a veterinarian which would be financially devastating.  Without food animal veterinarians to service these producers and markets, the livestock markets would close.  The producers would have to travel further to market their livestock and obtain veterinary services, thus increasing their cost of production resulting in a decrease net income. The increase cost of veterinary services, due to increased travel or farm call fees would result in a reduction of services utilized.  Animals would not receive the veterinary care necessary or in a timely manner to ensure their health and wellbeing.   The loss of income to livestock producers would have a negative impact on the economy of the region resulting in a reduction of funds available for local schools, community projects and services.  The veterinarian is critical in early recognition of foreign animal and emerging diseases.   Producer education in the judicious use of antibiotics and other medications is important as inappropriate use of medications may result in drug withdrawal violations and food safety concerns.
