However, much the same as veterinarians engaged in practice with the swine industry (to whom VMLRP funds have been provided), new or
recent graduate veterinarians considering poultry medicine as a career, may take positions with poultry companies that provide veterinary
services which incorporate multiple regions throughout the state of North Carolina.

That capability ensures earlier detection, quicker response, diminished incidence of disease in the animal
population, and with regard to zoonotic disease, the potential to minimize public health impacts of a zoonotic disease is of no small
consequence. As noted earlier, the veterinary professional would be a valuable addition to many rural communities, serving the community well
outside the realm of provision of veterinary services.
