Herdwork
must be scheduled far in advance, and providing consistent emergency services is challenging. Bowman is located in the southwest corner
of the state, a town the size of approximately 2000 people. According to NASS, there are 80,000 beef cattle and 6,000 sheep in Bowman and
Slope Counties, and state data reports two elk farms with just under 100 head. There are also several feedlots in this area, and there is an
auction market in Bowman. These operations have a critical need for veterinary services. The closest practicing veterinarians are in Baker,
Montana and Hettinger, North Dakota, both over 45 miles away.

Additionally, the practice area includes a route heavily traveled by livestock haulers, which occasionally has led to the
need for emergency veterinary services for livestock involved in truck rollovers or storm delays. Although haul-in facilities are available, a
majority of work in the area is done on the ranches, resulting in significant travel time. Many of the ranches must use horses to gather and
work cattle, so quality equine care is critical to food animal production in the region. Although a small part of the need, some small animal
work is required for the protection of public health, as there are no small animal veterinarians in the community.
