Agriculture and livestock
are a significant portion of income generated in these communities. Agricultural receipts equaled $198,369,000 according to the NASS 2012
survey. The designated area has a human population of 91,686 dispersed in rural and isolated communities. In the 2012 survey it was
reported that the counties making up the designated area contained 161,700 cattle and calves and 7,861 horses. Small operations raising
exhibition sheep, goats and swine are also located in the region.

New Mexico has a practically nonexistent swine population pretty much limited to show and fair animals. As such, it is entirely possible that
individuals applying to this position may never come in contact with this commodity. As for poultry, NM has mostly backyard chickens and
veterinarians are rarely contacted outside the NPIP program. However, swine and poultry are livestock and NM seeks to promote the
livestock industry, therefore, time spent towards working with these is recognized but not required.

This large, sparsely populated area presents unique challenges to veterinary practitioners, including traveling up to 200 miles to provide
services to livestock producers. The territory shares 135 miles of border with Mexico, and, therefore, presents a potential biosecurity risk to
the New Mexico livestock industry. This southwestern region of the state will be gaining a livestock market along the US-Mexico border and
will require the presence of an accredited veterinarian to perform regulatory work associated with this NM licensed auction house.

New Mexico has a practically nonexistent swine population pretty much limited to show and fair animals. As such, it is entirely possible that
individuals applying to this position may never come in contact with this commaodity. As for poultry, NM has mostly backyard chickens and
veterinarians are rarely contacted outside the NPIP program. However, swine and poultry are livestock and NM seeks to promote the
livestock industry, therefore, time spent towards working with these is recognized but not required.
