This position would fill a critical shortage in northeastern Nevada encompassing nearly 7800 square miles containing the towns of Montello,
Wells and West Wendover without any resident veterinarians. Any veterinary services are handled by veterinarians out of Idaho, Utah, or
Elko, NV. Highways 93, 93A and 180 are major livestock movement corridors across Nevada and throughout the west. There are over
150,000 head of beef cattle and over 30,000 head of sheep in this area. The risk of wide spread disease outbreak is high based on the fact
there are no resident veterinarians in the area and many producers are noncompliant with veterinary inspection requirements due to the lack
of available veterinarians. This veterinarian would help serve one Native American tribes by providing not only veterinary medicine to
livestock, but also address a public health need. Continued interaction between sensitive wildlife species and domestic livestock are of great
importance in this area. This veterinarian will serve no less than four sheep producers and dozens of beef operations, providing much
needed advise in addition to diagnostics and treatment. This position will serve a critical role in aiding state animal health officials expand the
use of electronic identification in sheep and cattle operations. This area has never had daily veterinary medical services. The expanded use
of EID's in small ruminants and cattle is of the utmost importance for this position.

A small animal component based in Wells and/or
West Wendover, Nevada will supplement the practice. Multiple opportunities for civil service exist in the area ranging from advisory capacity
to elected official. This veterinarian will provide services to several commuter herds that travel into and adjacent to the Greater Yellowstone
Area. The necessary testing and surveillance of these herds for Tb and Brucellosis is an activity that will protect this area, the state, and the
entire region from a disease event. This veterinarian will provide diagnostic service through in house testing, post mortem investigation and
sample submissions. This veterinarian will be given the opportunity to speak to producers at multiple meetings throughout the year in
conjunction with UNR Cooperative Extension and the Nevada Department of Agriculture. The state is seeing an increase in Blue Tongue and
Epizootic Hemorrhagic Disease in our wildlife in this area. Having a licensed and accredited veterinarian in the area is crucial for providing
this activity.

Although this area is a beautiful area of mountains and sage brush steppes, no
recruitment has been undertaken until now. The area has the population and animal nhumber to support a successful practise.

The risk of reintroducing brucellosis and tuberculosis into
this area is greater than other places in the state. With Nevada being an export state, any curtailment or reduction of exports will have serious
economic impacts. With an increase in population in eastern Elko County, there is also an increase in backyard flocks of birds associated with
these people. Major migratory flyways of wildlife cross eastern Nevada. The risk of an undetected outbreak of Avian Influenza or Virulent
Newcastle Disease is high without regular veterinarian care. With interstate travel on three major highways possible and easy access to larger
population centers, the rapid spread of an avian disease is quite possible. Nevada's federally owned lands provide grazing for nearly half a
million cattle and one hundred thousand sheep. These animals are important to both the cattle and sheep industries in the United States.
