	importance and objectives: Coos and Curry counties are located in the scenic southwest corner of the state. This south coast area is rural and relatively isolated as there are no interstate highways in the region. There is an abundance food animals and livestock located on the many ranches, hobby farms and commercial facilities. The majority of agriculture activity is located in the rich drainages of the Coos, Rouge, Pistol, and Chetco rivers. There are approximately 10,000 beef cows in this area along with about 3,300 dairy cows. There are two large classed dairy confined animal feeding operations (CAFO), four medium dairy CAFO, seven small dairy, two medium beef, one large sheep and goat, and two small sheep and goat CAFO facilities in this area. The importance and objectives of a food animal-rural based veterinarian filling this shortage area would be to support the infrastructure for: maintaining safe and wholesome food supply; participate as a key partner in the agriculture-wildlife-public health One Health effort; support community 4-H, FFA and other youth agricultural programs; become involved with the Oregon Veterinary Medicine Association, become a member of the state veterinary emergency response team, participate as an accredited veterinarian/Oregon Deputy State Veterinarian which strengthens the critical responsibilities of regulatory medicine; and maintain vigilance for emerging and foreign animal diseases.
	activities: A veterinarian in this area can expect to spend up to 50 percent of his or her time working with food animals. Primary focus will be providing  service to cow/calf operations, small dairies, and small ruminant operations. Equine work can be expected as well. Activities will include  developing herd health programs, integrated grazing management plans, nutrition, addressing routine health concern such as treating  injuries, checking for diseases, artificial insemination, parasite control strategies, pregnancy checks and calving. The veterinarian also would be expected to become proficient in regulatory medicine in order to assist state and federal officials in protecting against domestic and foreign contagious animal diseases as well as promoting Animal Disease Traceability (ADT).
	OtherDiscipline: 
	Past: This is the first effort in several years to recruit veterinarians in this shortage area utilizing the VMLRP.There is a relatively high turnover rate for veterinarians in this area due to its isolation and because of low interest in rural food animal practice by new graduate veterinarians. The numbers of retirements are growing in rural areas and it is important to recruit and retain new veterinarians to maintain the necessary veterinarian to food animal ratio. VMLRP could provide the type of assistance needed for a new veterinarian to move and practice in this area over a long period of time.

	Risk: Not securing food animal practitioners for this rural area of Oregon jeopardizes food security, food safety and public health. Early recognition and reporting of emerging and foreign animal diseases is key to a successful disease control response. Adequate veterinary resources are key to the economic viability of this area of the state.
