	importance and objectives: Veterinary food animal pathologists play a critical role in recognizing and providing laboratory confirmation of diseases and conditions that adversely affect animal agriculture. The South Dakota State University Animal Disease Research and Diagnostic Laboratory (SDSU ADRDL) is a member of the National Animal Health Laboratory Network (NAHLN) and partners with the South Dakota Animal Industry Board, the United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) Veterinary Services (VS), South Dakota Department of Health (SD DOH),  and livestock industry organizations to enhance early detection of disease augmenting private practitioners' and regulatory officials' ability to effectively and rapidly response to animal diseases.
SDSU ADRDL is South Dakota's only full-service laboratory for animal health diagnosis.  The ADRDL performs over 2,400 necropsies, reviews over 24,000 cases and performs over 480,000 laboratory examinations annually comprised predominantly of production/food animal submissions. The primary objective of this shortage situation is to attract and retain a trained veterinary pathologist to maintain the superior level of expertise, collaboration and customer service that state and federal agencies, animal industry representatives, private veterinarians, and South Dakota producers have come to rely on.
	activities: The veterinarian meeting this shortage situation will perform necropsies, describe histological lesions, interpret laboratory results and prepare
diagnostic reports. A pathologist in this position is expected to build relationships with federal and state animal health officials, veterinarians,
producers and producer groups in the region through regular and consistent interaction and outreach.
This position will commit greater than 80% effort to recognize, investigate and diagnose disease outbreaks and conduct research projects
affecting food/fiber animals. Activities will also include instructing and mentoring veterinary students and residents interested in careers in
production medicine. Veterinarians in this position should receive training in diagnosis of foreign animal diseases at the USDA’s Foreign Animal Disease Diagnostic Laboratory.
	OtherDiscipline: Veterinary Pathology
	Past: There are a limited number of veterinary pathologists available for recruitment. Mean income for veterinarians pursuing advanced education ($35,000) is lowest when compared to other practice types and veterinarians in industry average significantly more income ($150,000) than those that continue to be employed at colleges or universities (2017 AVMA Report on Veterinary Markets). With a mean indebtedness of $141,000 for recent veterinary graduates (2017 AVMA Report), the VMLRP program is critical in recruitment and retention of young faculty who wish to develop a career in public diagnostic service to the food animal industry but also have significant educational debt.

	AffirmNomination: Yes
	Risk: Maintaining veterinary expertise at the ADRDL is critical for the health of South Dakota's food animal population and the nation’s food supply. NASS data indicates the livestock population in South Dakota to consist of 4 million cattle and calves, 1.7 million swine, 260,000 sheep, and 
6.7 million poultry that will continue to benefit from the ADRDL.
Veterinary pathologists are often the first to identify emerging diseases in food animals and play a critical role in human and animal health. This
position is invaluable in providing services in support of endemic disease surveillance and control efforts, federal and state disease surveillance programs and foreign animal disease monitoring and reporting. Failure to train qualified food animal diagnostic pathologists will have a substantial negative impact on animal health and food safety.
