	importance and objectives: According to the 2017 Census of Agriculture, this six-county area, spanning over 9900 square miles, had a total of 123,658 sheep and lambs, 96,975 goats, 81,254 cattle and calves, and 1685 horses and ponies. There is currently only one veterinarian located within these six counties to service this vast area and this large number of livestock. Some of the area had been served for 38 years by a veterinarian who retired and moved away several years ago. A veterinarian from Schleicher Co has a one-day-a-week clinic in Ozona (Crockett Co), which is well utilized, but fails to satisfy needs even in Ozona. Many of the veterinarians surrounding this area are approaching retirement age, and are limiting or reducing their practices, particularly in food animal medicine. A veterinarian in or near these counties would need to serve as a true mixed animal practitioner. Historically, practice in the area has been as much as 50-65% food animal, predominantly serving producers with cattle and small ruminants. A veterinarian living in this community would become a trusted and valuable part of the local community, with participation in community, civic and local affairs, in addition to the practice of veterinary medicine. This area and its communities have a dynamic economy, supported by animal agriculture, tourism, fossil fuel, and wind energy. Many young ranchers are active in this area, and seek the services of a veterinarian regularly.
	activities: A veterinarian filling this role would be offered practice opportunities with small ruminants, beef cattle (primarily cow/calf herds), and ranch horses. The young ranchers in this area are progressive and need better access to herd health program counseling and assistance. Ranches in this area can be large and operate on a sound economic basis as primary income sources for operators. A veterinarian serving this area would be a mixed rural practitioner, able to competently serve all species presented. Food animal activities would include tending to individual health concerns, such as preventative services, reproductive work, and response to general illness or injuries. Participation in providing after-hours emergency services would be required. Specific activities may include regulatory work such as bovine brucellosis testing, calfhood vaccinations, bovine tuberculosis testing, EIA testing, and examinations for issuing health certificates. Other activities may include trichomoniasis testing in cattle and testing for CWD in susceptible cervid species. There are captive deer operations in the area, so interest in cervid species is desirable. The veterinarian would be USDA Category II Accredited, Authorized by the TAHC for regulatory disease work, and competent in foreign animal disease recognition. A veterinarian working in this area would be involved in educating 4-H and FFA members on food animal medicine and production and helping with their livestock projects.
	OtherDiscipline: 
	Past: The food supply veterinarian in Schleicher County has made multiple attempts to recruit and hire a veterinarian. He has hosted veterinary students and interns on numerous occasions over the years. He hosts a two-week 4th-year veterinary student elective class in Small Ruminant Reproduction and 6-8 veterinary students participate in that elective during each school year. Local support for the designation of this area as a VMLRP shortage comes from the Crockett County Judge, two land owner/ranchers from Terrell County and two land owner/ranchers from Crockett County. Designation of this area through the VMLRP program would assist in recruiting and retaining a new veterinarian in this area.

	Risk: Without a veterinarian in the immediate area, livestock producers will have to travel farther for veterinary services and extend the time required to get a sick animal to a veterinarian. Producers are already self-sufficient in many ways because of the remoteness of the area and long distances between towns. Lack of veterinary presence may result in even fewer producers consulting with a veterinarian for animal disease related concerns. This is particularly important when producers are dealing with a zoonotic disease as proper personal protective equipment and proper biosecurity measures may not be well utilized. Use of professional veterinary expertise in even the most remote areas is valuable to the financial viability of the remaining livestock operations and to the quality of care and health of the animals. Much of this remote area is adjacent to Mexico and the potential for introduction of a foreign or emerging animal disease is a very real threat. The presence of a private veterinary practitioner in this area is crucial for the early recognition and timely and proper reporting of foreign, emerging, and zoonotic animal diseases. Private veterinary practitioners also routinely educate livestock producers about appropriate animal care practices, judicious use of over-the-counter drugs and remedies, and disease recognition and reporting to a veterinarian or to Federal or State officials. The absence of a private practitioner routinely inspecting livestock in this area could potentially allow for disease incursion from across the border with Mexico which could cause significant economic damage to industries nationwide and affect international trade for the whole country. This area is also an endemic area for anthrax, and education, prevention programs, and professional response to outbreaks are ongoing issues. Rabies is a constant threat in this area, and vaccination of ranch working animals and pets is necessary to maintain control of this zoonotic problem.
