	importance and objectives: Carbon County and Emery County have only 30,477 residents spread over nearly 6000 square miles.  They are isolated from the more populated areas of the state by the Wasatch mountains and the Book Cliffs.  The two counties have 800 farms with 25,000 cattle and calves,  nearly 13,000 sheep and goats, and small populations of pigs, poultry, and horses.  A majority of the farmed land in the two counties is pastureland, and the terrain is arid high desert.  There are only five veterinarians willing to see food animals in the two counties, and they are all in busy mixed animal practices.  The large area and small number of veterinarians means that some clients may wait weeks for routine veterinary services, especially during the busy calving and pregnancy checking seasons.  Because these counties are so rural, it is critical that a veterinarian servicing these areas be located within the two counties.  Because veterinary needs for cattle, sheep, and goats are so seasonal, we expect a veterinarian in this area to be part of a mixed animal practice.
	activities: Predominant work would be cow/calf and dairy work such as vaccination programs, nutritional consulting, pregnancy exams, trichomoniasis testing, certificates of veterinary inspection, and surgery. He/she would also perform routine brucellosis vaccinations, brucellosis and tuberculosis testing, and promote animal disease traceability efforts by applying official identification to eligible livestock. The veterinarian would also test rams for Brucella ovis and assure that the scrapie program is followed within the sheep and goat industry. This veterinarian also is the eyes and ears for the State Veterinarian for any emerging diseases found in livestock in that area. 

The practitioner filling this shortage situation would also serve as a professional resource to the community regarding zoonotic diseases and address the companion animal needs of the ranching and farming communities, along with those needs of the small, rural municipalities in these counties in reference to their public health, rabies and pet overpopulation mandates. 
	OtherDiscipline: 
	Past: The economy of Carbon and Emery County to a large degree is still based on farming and ranching. Many efforts to attract a veterinarian to this area have been unsuccessful because of the income needed to meet current student loan obligations of new graduates. Although there are currently several veterinarians practicing in certain cities in these two counties, past efforts to recruit more veterinarians to this area have been unsuccessful. There is more than enough work in this area to keep more veterinarians busy but the new graduates have such a debt load that they cannot afford to live and work in rural food animal medicine practice area.
	affirmshort: Off
	AffirmNomination: Off
	Risk: Because this area is underserved, there are many small producers who lack a valid vet-client-patient relationship (VCPR) with a veterinarian.  In the next few years, producers will be unable to purchase antibiotics over-the-counter, and will have to have a valid VCPR to treat sick animals and limit disease outbreaks within their herds.  Veterinarians provide consultation, education, and promotion of herd health programs and treatment protocols.  Without adequate veterinary oversight, producers may use ineffective medications or use medications incorrectly, leading to an increased risk of antibiotic resistance, which can pose a public health risk when those livestock are processed for meat.   Accredited veterinarians are also crucial for implementing regulatory programs in Utah, including trichomoniasis testing of bulls, ensuring compliance with interstate movement requirements, and surveillance for regulatory and foreign animal diseases.
