Public health
will be at an increased risk without a local food supply veterinarian to assist producers and health departments in recognizing and managing
zoonotic and emerging diseases and exposure to drug residues. More than one-half of Virginia farms are less than 100 acres and these
smaller scale operations normally need more veterinary assistance than larger farms. Without adequate access to food supply veterinary care,
local producers will not be able to establish the Veterinary Client Patient Relationships (VCPR) needed to obtain veterinary feed directives or
prescriptions for livestock prescription drugs.
