	importance and objectives: Agriculture is the number one industry in Virginia in terms of production and sales, and poultry and livestock are the largest sectors of the industry.  Virginia ranks 6th in the nation for turkey production, 14th for broiler production, and 18th for beef cattle production.  Virginia currently has two Veterinary positions that lead the livestock and poultry health programs in the state: the State Veterinarian and the Program Manager for the Office of Veterinary Services.  In order to adequately serve the livestock and poultry producers of the state, Virginia must be able to retain the highly qualified and experienced individual currently serving as Program Manager for the Office of Veterinary Services, to facilitate the implementation of Federal and State regulations that protect animal health, human health, and food safety. A minimum of 80 percent service time commitment (32hr/wk, based on a 40 hr/wk FTE) to public practice is required of the veterinarian in this position.

The objectives of the veterinarian filling this shortage situation include serving the food animal industry through regulatory and statutory oversight, conducting epidemiological investigations when needed, and serving as Incident Commander for livestock or poultry disease outbreak management efforts.  It is critically important and supportive of the livestock and poultry sectors in Virginia to retain experienced personnel in the position of Program Manager of the Office of Veterinary Services.
	activities: The activities of the veterinarian in this shortage position include implementation of state and federal regulations that protect animal health,
public health, and food safety, in conjunction with supporting Virginia's disease-free status and associated ability to export livestock and poultry products.  The Program Manager of the Office of Veterinary Services leads epidemiological investigations in the event of a food animal disease outbreak.  The Program Manager participates in animal health committees and represents Virginia to ensure that Virginia’s animal health programs facilitate the national goals of improved animal health, improved public health, and production of a safe/wholesome food supply.
	OtherDiscipline: 
	Past: Past efforts to retain a Veterinarian in this position have focused on hiring the best candidate possible at the highest salary approved by VDACS; the agency currently employs a highly experienced and qualified candidate in this position.  The Office of the State Veterinarian strongly supports ongoing educational opportunities for the veterinarian in this position, especially in areas of foreign animal disease response, avian influenza, foot and mouth disease, and other emerging infectious diseases, as well as regulatory diseases such as brucellosis, tuberculosis, and scrapie. However, salary and state budget constraints mean that financial help is needed in order to compete with other veterinary opportunities outside of public practice.

	Risk: The most immediate risk of this veterinary position not being retained would be a decreased ability to respond effectively to an avian influenza or other foreign animal disease outbreak.  This position plays a crucial role in the development and implementation of regulatory programs, responding to disease challenges in food animal species, and facilitating continuity of business for food animal operations during disease challenges. Longer term risks of a failure to retain a qualified veterinarian in this position could include jeopardizing Virginia's ability to prepare for and respond to future challenges in food animal production, which will pose a significant risk to animal health, continuity of business for food animal operations, and production of a safe and wholesome food supply in Virginia. If a shortage area designation is not approved for this position, it will be challenging for the state of Virginia to retain the qualified individual in this position.
