The Veterinary
Microbiologist is responsible for test accuracy, test interpretation, and a consultant to regional clinical and regulatory veterinarians regarding
the significance of cultured or detected organisms and parasites. Working with state and federal regulatory agencies addressing diseases of
public health and regulatory concern, as well as being a critical component in the Washington state foreign animal disease incident command
structure, is also an integral part of job duties. Research in clinical microbiology is performed and includes pathogen discovery, new assay
development, antimicrobial susceptibility testing and monitoring, and the implementation of new diagnostic technology. In addition to working
in clinical microbiology, this position is responsible for training post-DVM veterinary microbiologist in a residency program. As there is an
extreme shortage of veterinary microbiologists this is an important training program, and one of 3 formal programs in the United States. This
person also trains 4th year DVM students in diagnostic microbiology with emphasis on diagnosing bacterial infections, including discussions
of zoonotic disease, food safety and interpreting antimicrobial susceptibility test data.

The previous national and international search for the head of
Bacteriology and Parasitology at WSU-WADDL occurred in 2011 resulted in a choice of only two applicants considered acceptable, neither of
which were board certified. Given the challenges with the previous search, in 2016 when the position was vacated a strategy of a targeted
recruitment was used to fill the current position. Retention of this position is a challenge given numerous private sector positions and
WSU-WADDL's location in a rural community.
