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Please describe the importance and objectives of a veterinarian filling this shortage situation as well as being located in the
community, area, state/insular area, or position requested above (limit your response to 1500 characters).

Carbon County, WY has approximately 65,000 food animals and 2 practicing food animal veterinarians. There are two veterinarians who
offer food animal services on a full-time basis in Carbon County. These veterinarians will spend one to two days a week in southern Carbon
County (depending on the year and season). This area often experiences severe winter weather, so it is often inaccessible from outside.
Much of the time the area has no veterinary services whatsoever.

We expect that a new veterinarian will assist producers in the area meet their regulatory requirements, preventative medicine needs and
assist them when disease outbreaks occur. Many producers complain that they cannot find a veterinarian to carry out regulatory veterinary
requirements or other routine veterinary needs.

We expect a new veterinarian to commit at least 50% of full-time-equivalent hours (i.e., 20 hours/week) to food animal medicine. They may
not be able to maintain an exclusive food animal practice due to the expectation that a large animal veterinarian provides services to horses.

Please describe the activities of a veterinarian meeting this shortage situation in the community, area, state/insular area,
or position requested above (limit your response to 1500 characteers or less).

Saratoga WY and the surrounding area of southern and eastern Carbon County is located in some of the prettiest country in North America.
There are great outdoor opportunities, including world class hunting, fishing, golfing, and bathing in natural mineral hot springs.

A veterinarian should offer pregnancy diagnoses and other reproductive services, treatment and consultation. Additionally, there is a need for
diagnostic services and infectious disease and nutrition/toxicology management and consultation in addition to regulatory services. Any
veterinarian practicing in southern Carbon County will need to be well versed in large scale cow-calf operations, but also must be able to help
residents with back yard food animals.

According to data from the National Agriculture Services Statistics, Carbon County has 319 farms/ranches. 177 of them are beef operations
with a total of 53,000 head of cattle, and 20 sheep operations with a total of 10,300 sheep. There are also 2 cattle feedlots. The total value of
these Carbon County livestock operations commodities is $67,358,000 with the majority being from the cattle industry.

Please describe any past efforts to recruit and retain a veterinarian in the shortage situation identified above (limit your
response to 750 characters or less).

The state of Wyoming instituted a student loan repayment program to recruit new food animal veterinarians moving into underserved areas in
2008. Carbon County was identified as such an area. We were successful in recruiting a veterinarian into Rawlins (western Carbon County) in
2008. However, much of Carbon County, particularly the south and east, remains underserved. The Wyoming Veterinary Loan Repayment
program has been discontinued due to state budget deficits. We are confident that, using the NIFA program, we will be able to attract a
veterinarian into this area.

Please describe the risk of this veterinarian position not being secured or retained. Include the risk(s) to the production of a
safe and wholesome food supply and to animal, human, and environmental health not only in the community but in the
region, state/insular area, nation, and/or international community (limit your response to 2000 characters or less).

The current food animal veterinary work force is unable to meet the demand in Carbon County Wyoming, and the problem is significant in the
southern part of the county. The producers in the area have difficulty dealing with livestock disease issues; this may be a factor in the viability
of these operations. This would not only reduce the nation’s supply of beef and lamb, but many of these existing ranches would subsequently
be sold and subdivided. This would impact the region, state, and nation as the area is considered a national treasure for its abundance of
wildlife and natural beauty. Such development would have a great and irreversible impact on the wildlife and other natural resources of the
area.

Although it is a small community, the area does hold a fairly large rodeo, a large bull sale, and other livestock events. It would be valuable to
have a veterinary presence at such events to explain biosecurity and deal with any veterinary issues that might arise, including accreditation
work. The state veterinarian is concerned about risks from introduction of an infectious disease to these livestock. With no full-time
veterinarians in the area, it would be difficult to manage such an outbreak. Additionally, such an outbreak could have human health implications
if the agent were zoonotic.
